Product Description:

Basic use: WAC 11® is a unique, highly effective
cleaner designed specifically for cleaning
Conklin weathered acrylic roof coatings and
approved membranes. See: Membrane Coating
Specification.

Limitations: When using WAC I, it is important
to thoroughly remove ALL dirt, grease, chalk
and debris and any remaining WAC Il residue
prior to applying coatings. Best results are
obtained by wetting the roof surface with
water prior to cleaning. The use of a stiff bristle
broom may be needed to scrub extremely dirty
areas such as low spots.

Sizes: WAC Il is available in 5-gallon containers
and 55-gallon drums.

Coverage Rate: Coverage rates will vary
depending on roof condition. WAC Il should
yield approximately 400-500 square feet per
gallon.

Application:

WAC Il should be applied at full strength with a
brush, roller, and conventional airless or
portable tank sprayer. The cleaner is designed
to be applied at full strength — DO NOT DILUTE.
Once applied, allow the cleaner to remain on
the roof surface for a minimum of 20 minutes
prior to water rinse, i.e., with high-pressure
spray. Make sure to remove all residues and let
roof surface dry thoroughly.

Storage:

Keep product from freezing.
